(1) Astudentwho is found absent from classes continuously for 5 (five) working days from the very first day
of class of the session then his/her admission will be cancelled by the concerned Principal and vacancies
caused thereof shall be filled up from the waiting lists. However, if a student cannot attend classes for
his/her health problem in that case he/she will have to intimate the concerned Principal in written form
along with medical certificate for consideration.

(ii) Students whose attendance is below 75% of the total working days of a semester will not be allowed to
appearinthe semester end evaluation.

(iii) Hostel accommodation will be provided free of cost subject to availability of hostels and seats. However,
the students will have to carry their bedding, bucket, mug, dish, glass, etc. for their personal use.
